• Increase understanding of the 

comprehensive specific challenges 
associated with social thinking weaknesses 

• Learn explicit programming strategies 
designed to augment social thinking 
weaknesses 

• Become familiar with current models of 
instruction with an emphasis on the 
ILAUGH Model of Social Cognition 
(www.socialthinking.com), Relationship 
Development Intervention model (Gustein), 
and Enhancing Children and Adolescents to 
Understand and Improve Their Social 
Cognition model (Levine) 

• Integrate the Stern Center’s model of social 
thinking and the specific bridged instruction 
between distinct levels of social 
understanding.

Developing and Running Social Thinking Groups, 
a 6 credit Continuing Education workshop offered 
through the Stern Center’s professional 
development curriculum ($165), or the equivalent 
course work with approval from instructor.
